Good evening Hamburg School community.  These are items of interest for the week of
January 17, 2022.

MLK Jr. Day : Sussex County Schools are closed on Monday, January 17th in observance of Martin Luther
King, Jr. Day.

Potential Pivot to Remote Learning : Due to the sharp rise in COVID transmission in our region, Hamburg
School’s staff may become symptomatic and need to quarantine. We may experience staffing shortages on any
given day.  If this is the case, or our school is required to close for other public health reasons, we may pivot to
remote learning on a moment's notice.  Please prepare for this scenario with friends, neighbors and family
members.

Morning Screening : We ask that families review the Daily Health Screening questions before leaving for
school.  If a student or staff member answers “yes” to any of the questions, they should remain home and
contact the main office.

Utility Bills : New Jersey families struggling to keep up with their heating and electric bills can seek assistance
through the “Utility Payment Assistance” program.

Sidewalk Use : As a friendly reminder, the driveway / hill leading up to the middle school area is not a
sidewalk.  Pedestrians must use the sidewalks in front of the gym and along Linwood when leaving the
building.
